STYLE SHEET

The beginning of the current period of co-edition of our magazine with the Service of Publications of the University of Santiago de Compostela, makes necessary to unify the system of presentation of originals for the magazine in the following way.

1. It will be possible to use any version of the programs Microsoft Word or Corel Wordperfect, for Windows or Apple-Macintosh.

2. The works will take a heading in which the following information will appear:

Title of the article: centred, in capitals and in boldface.

Name and the author's last names under the title (minuscule, regular, centred).

University (or Centre) of the author: under the name (minuscule, regular, centred.

Example:

LOS LÍMITES DE LA LIBERTAD

Esperanza Guisán

Universidad de Santiago de Compostela

3. The used letter type can be anyone, but in step 12 for the body of the text and in step 10 for the notes.

4. The “interlínea” (distance between lines) should be of 1 and 1/2.

5. An additional space should not be left among paragraphs.
6. The notes should be included footpage with the specific option of the word processor. They never should be adjusted manually.

7. The calls of the notes should appear in uppercase and the call should always appear after the punctuation sign, case of having it.


Example: (Well) 1,

(Bad) ,1
8. The "sangria" or indentation of the first line of the paragraphs, as much in the text as in the notes, won't be made manually (neither with the space bar neither with the key tab) but with the automatic option that appears in the menu format or in the menu of paragraph design.

9. Case of including work charts or graphics, you will include them with the automatic option of the word processor. Of not being possible, the key tab will be used. This will never be made using the SPACE BAR.

10. Bibliography: It will appear at the end of the work in the following way:

Epigraph centred in capitals and boldface.

BIBLIOGRAPHY 

The entrances, orderly alphabetically, will appear as follows:

Books: Last Name(s), Name (Minuscule, regular letter):  Title of the work (italics),  Place, Editorial, year.

Guisán, Esperanza: Mas Allá De La Democracia. Madrid, Editorial Tecnos, 2000.

Articles in Scientific Reviews: Last Name(s), Name (Minuscule, regular letter): "Title of the article." (Among regular quotation marks and in regular letter)  Review (in italics)  Volume, Number (Year), pages.

Ejemplo: Guisán, Esperanza: “Individualismo, Utilitarismo y sociedad.” Τέλος. Revista Iberoameri​cana de Estudios Utilitaristas, Vol. IX, nº 1 (Junio 2000), págs. 93-110.
Chapters of books or in collective works: Last Name(s), Name (Minuscule, regular letter): "Title of the work." (among regular quotation marks and in regular letter) Connective Phrase Title of the book or of the collective work (in italics).  Name of the author or editor (ed. if it proceeds) (or AA.VV. if they are more than four the editors or authors), Place, Editorial, Year, págs. inside the work.

Ejemplo: Guisán, Esperanza. "El Utilitarismo." En Historia De La Ética (2. La Ética Moderna). Victoria Camps (ed.), Barcelona, Crítica, 1992, págs. 457-499.
11. The work will be sent in a disk IBM-PC formatted although it has been edited in Macintosh to guarantee the total compatibility of its reading.

12. In the disk the author's name, the title of the work will be labelled and, finally, the used word processor and its version.

13. The authors will correct as quickly as possible the first proofs of their work, being admitted typographic and orthographic corrections. In opinion of the editors, added or text suppressions that don't affect to the final print will be admitted.

14. The disk will be accompanied by a paper copy of the work.
